Art. 6

Grants will be assigned in writing. All applicants shall be informed about the outcome of the selection  procedure. Within 15 days from the communication the selected applicant must send to the Director of the Department a written statement confirming her/his acceptance and the formal engagement to use the Grant within the time limits established by the Director and not more than 30 days later, save for different agreements. In case of refusal, the Grant will be assigned to the next applicant on the list.

Art. 9 

The Grant holder shall obtain from the receiving institution the insurance coverage against illness and accidents during for the entire Grant duration.


Art. 10

Grant holders have access to the research facilities in the host institution and may use all the relevant services according to the regulations in force.


Grant holders must observe all the local regulations and security rules in force in the host institution.


At the end of the Grant period, the Grant holder must prepare a written report on their activity and present it to the supervisor in the host insitution.


Should the Grant holder be willing to publish or otherwise communicate the results of the research performed during the Grant period, he must be authorized by the supervisor; in any case mention must be made that the research has received funding by the European Community.
